Call to Order/Introductions (Louise Jones)

The meeting was called to order by President Jones at 8:34 a.m.  
Review and Approve Minutes from May 2006 Meeting (Katherine Sharifi)
Katherine indicated that there were three “to do’s” from the May meeting.  The first was for the Membership Committee to develop written policies and procedures on how to recruit and handle new members.  Kara shared that she will follow-up on this to-do at a later date.  The next to do was for the proprietary representative, Marie Navarro, to work with Rhonda Mohr, from EdFund,  in obtaining certification.  Marie responded that she has met with CSAC and Cheryl Lenz has generated another meeting with CSAC to occur in the near future.  The last to do was for Mindy to write a letter in support of James Sandoval, Dean Johnston, and Rory Diamond.  Mindy indicated that the task was complete.

Motion was made to approve the May 2006 meeting minutes with amendments.

APPROVED

Moved by Susan Gutierrez, duly seconded by Tim Bonnel, and unanimously approved by Council. 

Louise indicated that during the Strategic Planning meeting (that adjourned during the past weekend), a proposal was made to create another Vice President position on the executive council to solely focus on state issues.  Essentially, to free the President-Elect position of the state issues function.  Tim responded that it would not be a good idea to make a decision on the issue at the present time. Since this is a major change, the frame work needs to be developed first.  Susan agreed that changing the bylaws is a big decision and more research and discussion needs to be had.  
To Do: Obtain Justine’s formal legal opinion on bylaw changes relative to the non-profit laws.

Motion was made to postpone the decision in adding the Vice President of State Issues position to the Executive Council and to instead research the fiscal impact and create the job descriptions for the proposed position and the President-Elect position.

Investment Presentation (Kara Blakeslee)

Kara started her presentation by giving some history on her establishment, which is based in San Luis Obispo.  She presented CASFAA’s existing portfolio and shared recommendations for the future.  
The Floating Rate Daily Access account is the association’s most conservative fund.  Every year it has a return.  Kara proceeded to give descriptions and the percentage of the portfolio for each fund and they are as follows:

Kara recommends that CASFAA take money out of the Small Cap Growth Fund II and put it to work somewhere else.  Also, that the Association stick with DynaTech even though it did go down.  She noted however, that it did well compared to other technology funds.  Overall, she suggests that there be a shift to a 75/25 allocation.  Meaning 75% in conservative funds and 25% in aggressive funds.  In addition, take the Capital Growth and Flex Cap Growth funds combined and move them into Mutual Discovery, a global fund.  (Mutual Discovery looks at opportunities all over the world).  Kara stressed that the Association is not taking advantage of the global opportunities.  Other recommendations were to keep DynaTech where it is but don’t increase percentage and to move out of Small Cap Growth Fund II, (at this time moderate to slow economic growth).  Finally to take funds from the Small Cap Growth Fund and put it into a blend fund (combo of stocks and bonds).
To Do: Tim to schedule future meetings with Kara for his role as 2007 Treasurer.

Stakeholder Concerns (CSAC Chair, Jim Fousekis and Vice Chair, Louise McClain)

Jim first confirmed that he did indeed receive the letter that CASFAA wrote.  He reinforced that the key to a wonderful collaboration is open communication.  He shared that he only has 6 months left on the Commission, however he will do as much as can before he vacates the position.  He emphasized outreach and how it is fascinating to him because he wants to ensure that students have the opportunities he had as a kid.  He believes that outreach is the most important function of his job.
Louise McClain reinforced the importance of individuals calling her when they need an issue recognized or have frustrations over certain issues.  Some frustrations being lack of information.  GAC experiences frustration because they are not able to have well-thought out decisions due to getting information late.  They are data driven so they need to get information when they ask for it in a timely manner.
The Cash for College event was discussed.  Louise (McClain) indicated that she recently went to a committee meeting for the event in Los Angeles.  Karen Micalizio, CCCSFAAA President, shared that it is very draining for a community-college representative to participate in the committee.  Also she stressed the importance of having feedback from varied stakeholders on the event materials such as posters.  She indicated that there were many schools that did not use the posters.  These are funds that are being wasted.  Tim recommended that there should be a committee for the media campaign, not just the Cash for College event.  Louise responded that the major problem is insufficient staff.  There needs to be more than one lead person.

In response to the letter and the concerns that were received, Louise shared Commission’s new/updated goals:

· Expanding to a year-round campaign.  CSAC will work to dispel myths that Cal Grants are only for students attending 4-year institutions.  They will be working more with the proprietary segment for emphasis on career colleges.

· Early outreach
· Uniform policies document.  There was a concern that the policies were not being followed.  A new one is in draft.

CSAC is planning meetings with select schools.  Barbara Bickett’s school was selected.  She shared that CSAC contacted her to set up a meeting with her and her President.

Tim recommended that CSAC become a compliance piece and be de-centralized.  Leave it to the schools to make their own decisions and look out for their own interests.
Jim concluded that the stakeholders need to work together.  Louise emphasized that we need to do what’s best for the kids.  The two stakeholders need to keep each other in check.  

State Issues Report (Mindy Bergeron)

Mindy and the State Issues Committee wrote the following letters of support -

· CSAC Commission meeting in Rancho Cordova, June 22 & 23, 2006.  Louise Jones read letter “Partnerships with Constituents” to CSAC on behalf of CASFAA
Ethnic Diversity Report (Tom Ma)

Tom thanked CASFAA for their support in the Ethnic Diversity Professional Workshops, which brought over eighty members to venues to learn about imperative financial aid issues.  Tom’s Ethnic Diversity Committee (EDC) members have devoted much time and effort to coordinate and assure that both events for the northern and the southern California members were well received.  Overall, Tom assured that everything went well as planned.  Many members expressed their satisfaction with the training program.  Tom composed all the comments that they collected from the utilization of web site survey forms.  
The EDC Committee continues to plan for the entertainment at the annual Ethnic Diversity reception.   They are working to bring varied cultural groups to perform at the reception.  Tom will be providing more details to this exciting event in the near future.  In addition, the committee invited Allyson Wynn, trainer and speaker from Citibank to offer two training sessions at this year’s conference.  Allyson agreed to carry out these training sessions with no service charge. 
The topics and descriptions of these sessions are as follows:

1.  I Don’t Trust Martians  -- Except the Ones I’ve Actually Met 

Most people harbor subtle, unintentional stereotypes.  The trick is to recognize them and disarm them.  Attitudes or assumptions that betray stereotypes do not belong in service positions.  This seminar explores the nature and origins of stereotypes and looks specifically at gender and racial stereotypes.

2.  The Multi-Generational Workplace

This seminar will enhance understanding of the dynamics related to generational differences in the workplace.  Learn the various differences between Veterans, Baby Boomers, Generation Xers, and Nexters as well as ways to forge better working relationships with a group that is made up of many different generations.  This interactive session includes topics on understanding differences between generations, embracing diversity and using each generation’s unique characteristics to enhance the work environment.

Federal Issues Report (Ken Walsh)

The past two months have included several webinars, the NASFAA Conference and one CASFAA Federal Issues Committee conference call.

The Federal Issues Committee conference call was held on June 23 and Marianna Deeken answered questions concerning the new regulations for SMART & ACG grants, Grad PLUS Loans, new information about Return of Title IV Funds, etc.  

All FIC members participated in the AACRAO Webinars. They provided some clarity, but several questions were left unanswered. Ken also attended the EDFUND Symposium in Portland, with similar results. Due to the lack of negotiated rule making with many new regulations, there are still many issues that the Department of Education is working at interpreting. The Interim Regulations were issued on July 3, 2006.

The CASFAA Federal Issues Committee is ready to create workgroups to draft responses to issues in Congress, at the Commission, and at the Department of Education. A conference call is being set to research, advise, and write CASFAA’s responses to the Pell issues now being discussed in Congress ($100 increase and tuition sensitivity), the ACG, SMART, and the many statements made in the latest draft of the Commission on the Future of Higher Education.

Training Coordinator Report (Rhonda Mohr and Bryan Dickason)

CASFAA Management Institute

The Institute was held on June 22-25, 2006 at La Casa de Maria on El Bosque Road in Santa Barbara.  The participants loved the event and all the evaluation ratings were high.  22 people registered for the event, which was the limit the committee set for attendance.  However, only 15 people were actually able to attend.  Seven registrants cancelled at the last minute.  This smaller group resulted in less interaction than in previous years, although all attendees felt they still got a lot out of it.  

For next year the committee wants to consider a wait list, increase the number of allowed registrants since the facility can actually hold more than 22, and stress to registrants the importance of attending once registered.

To Do: Mindy to locate a formal analysis of training events.
Treasurer’s Report (John Anderson)

It is the Council’s goal to maintain one year’s budget in the reserves.  The Association is down, at this time only 72% of the budget is in reserves.  To meet on-going expenses, the Association has had to draw funds out of the emergency accounts.

Time needs to be given to create effective material.

Association Services Report (Kara Moore)

Kara shared that Lori Stafano from Golden State College will be the new Chair for the Ambassador program.  Thus far Kara has not received reports from Maureen and Shyra.
Scholarships (Barbara Bickett) 

Barbara indicated that the scholarship submissions have been low this year.  For the Summer Institute they received 3 submissions, two of which were from the same school.  For the CASFAA Conference, the deadline has been set for a November date.
High School Relations Report (Frank Ramirez – Report sent via email) 

CASFAA/CSAC/EdFund Counselor Workshops

Frank and his committee began developing their presentation for the workshops that will include the following sections:

· Federal Updates

· CSAC Updates

· Cash For College Update

· 2 Afternoon Tracks

· Track 1 (Beginning Counselors): This session will cover financial aid programs overview and paper FAFSA line-by-line. The topic about whether to offer the paper vs. on-line presentation has been discussed during their committee meetings.  They decided to stay with the paper presentation due to the fact that the federal government has historically released updated screen shots of the FAFSA on-the-web in late November, which is after their workshop series. 

· Track 2 (Advanced Counselors): This session will cover the new ACG and SMART Pell Grants. It will also go into more detail regarding the Cal Grant program using WEB GRANTS.
All presenters have been confirmed for all locations. They are still in need of volunteers at a few locations. Their upcoming CASFAA newsletter article will have this opportunity open to anybody who would like to volunteer at the registration tables. CASFAA Conference

The committee is in the process of putting together a proposal for a session at the CASFAA Conference. Pat Robles-Friebert will be contacting the Thomas Rivera Research Institute regarding any new research that would make a great session for our members. They set a deadline to finalize this issue by August 4th. 

Cash For College

Frank attended the recent Cash for College Advisory Committee meeting in July. This meeting was designed to review the accomplishments in 2006 and set new goals in 2007. One of the new goals that has been set is to establish a formal communication with the CASFAA membership through the committee. Updates will be made and requests for assistance from CASFAA will go through the High School Relations Committee. 
CSAC Update (Cheryl Lenz)

The joint CSAC/EdFund Workshop is to be held on Wednesday, July 26, 2006 from 8:30 to 5:00pm in the EdFund boardroom. The open session will begin at 8:30am and the closed session is tentatively scheduled to begin after lunch, at approximately 1:15pm. 

Appointment to the Commission:
1. The Senate Rules Committee receives a transmittal letter from the Governor’s office regarding an appointee.  The transmittal letter includes the dates of appointment, office information, salary, if the new appointment is replacing someone it will name the previous holder of the appointment, etc.

2. From the date that the appointee takes their oath for a specific appointment, there are 365 days to confirm the appointment. 

3. Once the transmittal letter is received, the Senate Rules Committee sends a congratulatory letter to the appointee.  The letter also requests that the appointee submit a resume, completed Forms 700 (statement of disclosure) and a signed Release of Information Authorization.  The Senate Rules allows 3 to 4 weeks for the requested items to be returned.

4. Once returned, background research is conducted to verify the accuracy of the information provided.  

5. If the appointee does not return the requested items in a timely manner, the Senate Rules Committee will then contact the agency to help expedite the process.  If the information is not returned, there is no appointment.

6. Usually the California Student Aid Commission appointees are not required to appear. However, appearances may be requested for several reasons such as lack of cooperation to return requested items, comments of opposition, visibility of the agency.  Perhaps in this case, the visibility of the Joint Legislative Audit may have triggered an appearance.

7. The Senate Rules Directors calls to set up an appointment for the appointee to meet with members and answer questions.  

8. Senate Rules (Perata, Baittin, Ashburn, Bowen, Cedillo) – Committee of 5, must have 3 votes to pass to the Senate Floor.  

9. On the Senate Floor the appointee must have 21 votes of the 40 Senate members.

WOW Workgroup Name - Web Oversight Workgroup (WOW)

The mission of the Web Oversight Workgroup is to ensure that the CSAC website consistently provides accurate, current, and easily accessible program information to students, parents, high school counselors, the financial aid community, program participants, the Legislature, government agencies, community organizations, the media and the public.

Goals:
· Review and update the current CSAC website content to ensure accuracy, timeliness, and accessibility.

· Develop processes for ongoing website content maintenance.

· Including assignment of responsibility for various areas.

· Develop schedule for review and update of website content.

· Establish the importance of this work and make it a continued Commission priority.

The committee is considering options for review and input which includes customers. 

Student Expenses and Resources Survey (SEARS) 

This is a joint synergy project with EdFund.  Sears provides data on the financial resources and educational costs of students and their families, and how students use their financial resources to cover the cost of attending college in California. 

Work is currently in progress on this project.  Survey design is to be finalized in October 2006 and sent to printer in November 2006.  First mail out is tentatively scheduled for February or March 2007.  The telephone survey is to be conducted from March to June 2007.  

Institutional Participation Review (IPA)

The Commission has received comments, 42 responses thus far, from a variety of schools - UCs, CSUs, Proprietary Independent, CCCs, etc.  A matrix has been created for the comments submitted and is currently under review.  There is hope to have a full draft available to GAC prior to the August 3-4 meeting.   

In addition, Diana Fuentes Michel and Cora Manuel are visiting several schools over the next few months to speak with administrative offices regarding the IPA.  Schools are currently being selected and will represent all segments of higher education. 

Competitive Cal Grant Information

The Commission recently announced (GOM 2006-20, 6/26/06) the release of the September 2nd California Community College Cal Grant Grade Point Average Verification form.  50 copies sent to each of the accredited California high schools. The form can be downloaded from the Commission’s website. 

Mini Conferences (Laura Cunha – Report sent via email) 

On July 17, Laura and her committee had a conference call to wrap-up the mini conferences.  There were a lot of suggestions shared.  One of the suggestions is that hotels should be pursued now for next year’s conferences.  Laura’s biggest hurdle was facilities.  Another suggestion was to hold the conferences in schools, rather than hotels.  Also to have a separate room for the vendors to be in and have only two breakout sessions instead of three.  The committee agreed that four conferences was good, two in the north and two in the south.

Laura reported that her committee’s budget was $69,925 and the actual expenditures were $30,332.54

CLFE Report (Donna Huber)
Donna shared that Commissioner McClain attended the last CLFE meeting and provided an update on the BSA in regard to the Commission and EdFund.  In addition, Donna mentioned that she has been attending the Commission meetings along with CASFAA.  She provided a copy of the recent CLFE agenda to the Council to keep them informed of their activities/discussion items.
Minutes for Tuesday, July 25, 2006
Segmental Reports

CSU (Susan Gutierrez)
As is probably true at most schools, the CSUs are busy trying to resolve the issues related to determining eligibility for the Academic Competitiveness Grant (ACG) and SMART Grant and pushing software vendors to provide functionality for processing Grad PLUS loans as soon as possible. Of particular concern is the decision on how to define our academic year for ACG, which affects the criteria students have to meet to receive the grant and when they progress to the second year of eligibility.

AB 2813 (De La Torre) Cal Grant Program Revisions
This bill is part of a CSU sponsored package. It is jointly sponsored with the California State Students Association to ensure that all eligible students have access to Cal Grant dollars.

Status update: In order to get off the suspense file and through the committee, the bill was amended and now focuses only on adjusting the age limit for Cal Grant B students from 24 to 27. Allowing Cal B fee awards in the first year and increasing the annual limit of competitive Cal Grant awards were stripped from the bill. Passed by the Senate Education Committee on 6/29/06 and re-referred to the Appropriations Committee. (Introduced 2/24/06.)

CAHSEE
Now that CAHSEE has been reinstated as a high school graduation requirement, CSU campuses are back in the position of having to deny or rescind admission to students who fail to pass. An update on the status of bills that might extend Cal Grant eligibility to students who manage to meet admission requirements in spite of failing CAHSEE would be appreciated.
CSU Graduation, Enrollment, and Budget 

The CSU will grant more than 90,000 degrees this spring. The recently signed state budget provides funding for a 2.5% enrollment increase, with an estimate of 435,400 CSU students in 2006-07. The budget also provided funds to eliminate the planned student fee increase of 8% for undergraduates and 10% for graduates.

Update on Survey of CSU CASFAA Members

The survey of CSU CASFAA members is still in the development phase.  Susan hopes to distribute the survey before the next Council meeting.
Grad Professional (Linda Williams)

The GP Committee met June 27th to discuss the planning for the 2006 Forum.   They will be using a Roadhouse theme which they felt would compliment the CASFAA rode trip poster.  They would like to start their conference at 11:30am.  The following is still in the early planning stages but their tentative agenda is as follows:

Once the agenda is solid, Linda will submit to Wayne to update the CASFAA website.  Additionally she will communicate with Toni and her team about her needs for food, audio support, etc.

Linda and her committee will make a request to lenders who have offered to provide gifts cards to please funnel the funds to CASFAA’s Fund Development Chair.  They will then ask for the funds back so that they may purchase small gifts for drawings.  Drawings have been a traditional part of the conference that the committee wishes to continue.    

EdFund has requested that the GP committee review and update the handbook that was created during Mindy’s reign.  Linda and her committee are in the process of doing this and hope to be able to present it at the Forum.  They will be seeking input via survey monkey from the GP community and will be offering the chance to win a gift certificate for completing the survey.  

Independent (Germaine Graham)
Germaine’s meetings have been scheduled for October 12 at John F. Kennedy University and on October 17 at Occidental College.  Next on the agenda is sending the invitations for guest panelists.  Germaine will be contacting both Mindy and Maureen for confirmation and details about their campuses.  There is lots more planning to do for Germaine and she hopes to gather insight from others on planning this type of event. She would like to make registration available via the CASFAA website. 

Germaine shared that the events she is planning should not be considered training sessions as stated in the Training Committee Report.  No one will receive training and no training materials will be issued. Please think of the meetings as Town Hall Meetings.  Participants will be coming together just to network and discuss various topics related to their segment.  It has been a long time since the Independent Colleges and Universities have met as a segment.  Germaine’s hope is to get back on track with planning annual meetings.

Current Issues
Implementation of the Academic Competitiveness Grant (ACG) and the National SMART grants – as you know the grant programs are the topics on our campuses. Couldn’t they have made implementation effective 2007-08 to allow more time? According to NASFAA many of us have questions regarding:

· General Eligibility/Changes to Eligibility

· Rigorous Course of Study Requirements

· Eligible Major and Program Study

· GPA Requirement

· Transfer Students and Transfer Credits

· Academic Year Definition

· Previously Enrolled Definitions

These issues will be discussed at the segmental meetings.

Proprietary (Marie Navarro)

Marie indicated that the training event was a success.  She got many positive responses.  Mindy shared that she had attended and looked very efficient and organized.  One weakness they had was with registering participants.  Some of the numbers were off.
2005/2006 Conference Report (Toni Dubois)
The 2006 CASFAA Conference Committee has had three meetings to date and will meet again from 11am to 2pm on 9/7/2006. Several decisions about this year’s conference have already been made and the committee is on target to produce a successful conference.

Some issues that may be of interest to the Council:

· Postcards advertising conference were mailed on June 13, 2006 to CASFAA membership

· Pins with conference artwork have been ordered

· Conference sponsorship brochure has been finalized and will be available online August 1, 2006

· Conference registration and hotel reservations will be available September 1, 2006 at www.casfaa.org
· Registration cost is $225 which includes $50 membership dues for 2007

· Sunday night will be the “main event” and Monday night is the free night
