Call to order:  President Mindy Bergeron called the meeting to order at 8:33 a.m.

The meeting began with introductions of the Executive Council committee members to Yvonne Gutierrez-Sandoval who is sitting in on this meeting as Independent Segmental Representative in absence of Catherine Graham.  The Executive Council took a few minutes to review the minutes from the June Executive Council meeting for corrections or amendments.  
MOTION

A motion was made by Louise Jones to accept the minutes from the June 2007 EC meeting with amendments.

Nominations/Elections

Louise confirmed that there is only one position without nominees, UC Segmental Rep.  It was suggested that a general e-mail be sent to the CASFAA community.  In regards to the position of the proposed VP of State Issues position, the proposal requires that the change to the bylaws be sent to the CASFAA community for a 30 day comment period.  At the end of the 30-days, CASFAA can put the VP of State Issues position on the ballot in a special election of the membership.  The EC members running for positions next year were asked to leave the room, so the remaining EC members could discuss the nominees in detail.  Once all positions have nominees there will be an electronic vote. 
CSAC Grant Advisory Committee (GAC) Update – Noelia Gonzalez

On July 19, the Grant Advisory Committee (GAC) had a meeting that discussed the IPA and budget updates.  Noelia reviewed her report including the IPA recommendations, the Non-Standard Workgroup, Cal Grant Outreach and a budget update.  It was confirmed that the sale of EdFund is still active.  Mindy received an invitation from the Governor’s office and a group of representative from the CASFAA EC (Mindy Bergeron and Meredith Kelley) and CCCSFAAA EC (Beth Asmus and Patricia Hurley) attended a meeting to discuss the potential sale of EdFund.  It was discussed that it is difficult to determine the sale value of EdFund. 
CSAC Update – Bryan Dickason
Bryan distributed a paper version of his report.  Much of his report may be very similar to Noelia’s GAC report.  He confirmed that the three remaining IPA issues are High School Graduation Confirmation, California Residency and Separate Cal Grant Accounts.  He then discussed the Cal Grant A/B overlap, CSAC’s database changes, State budget, Cal Grant Deadline Extension and the Commissions budget change proposals.  
State Issues – Meredith Kelley
Meredith confirmed that her committee has not met since her last report.  She continued by reviewing her report and discussing the visit to the Governor’s office in regards the proposed sale of EdFund.  A main concern is that EdFund’s customer service may be compromised in order to attain a balanced state budget.  She then discussed the most recent combined CASFAA/CCCSFAA/CLFE presentation to CSAC.

High School Relations – Rhonda Mohr (in the absence of Anafe Robinson) 

Mindy confirmed that Frank Ramirez will no longer be High School Relations Chair and will be replaced by Anafe Robinson.  Anafe was not able to attend this meeting; so Rhonda reviewed her report.  It was questioned which entity (EdFund or CSAC) will now “own” the High School Relations project after the sale of EdFund.  Currently CSAC is reviewing proposals and budgets regarding projects that are currently being funded and completed by EdFund.  Anafe has requested a co-chair for the High School Relations project.  It was requested that CSAC keep in mind that the High School Relations workshops continue to be a collaborative project with the financial aid community.  It was strongly suggested that the participants of the workshop/committee and content remain diverse.

Meredith confirmed that Elizabeth Alaniz is interested in representing CASFAA on the Cash for College committee.

By-laws – Meredith Kelley
Meredith reviewed the suggested By-law changes.  Next year, the small changes that were suggested by Bruce Bishop will be reviewed and will need approval by EC.  Addalou has an accurate copy of the By-Laws on her computer, which crashed.

Federal Update – Vicki Shipley and Patricia Hurley

Mindy confirmed that Lili Vidal, Vice President, has resigned from her Executive Council position due to her employment responsibilities.  Vicki Shipley (Vice President of Government relations/FinanSure Student Loans/CLFE President Elect/WASFAA Federal Issues Chair) and Patricia Hurley (Associate Dean and Director of Financial Aid at Glendale Community College/NASFAA Federal Issues committee), were guests at today’s meeting to give the Federal Update.  Vicki wanted to focus her discussion on the most recent Notice of Proposed RuleMaking (NPRM) regarding the loan programs.  She also discussed inducements and lender lists.  She then presented her Federal Update PowerPoint.   She discussed proposed budget bills and NPRM highlights.  Patricia then reviewed NASFAA’s guidance for creating a lender list.  NASFAA suggests that schools send out a survey rather than a RFP.  She continued by reviewing the proposed Budget Reconciliation Bill.  It was confirmed that the Sunshine Bill will be captured in Reauthorization.  Patricia then mentioned that CASFAA might want to consider the concept that CASFAA members sitting on lenders/vendors boards might be considered a conflict of interest.  CASFAA should come together as a group to respond regarding these issues.  Gaby stated that her committee is concerned about CASFAA’s voice on these issues.  Mindy confirmed that CASFSAA does not currently have a Federal Issues Chair and it has been difficult year.  Mindy then suggested that GP could create their own proposal to send to the Department of Education for comment.  The comment deadline is August 13, 2007.  CASFAA currently needs a designated person to coordinate the Federal Issues.  It was suggested that the GP members can send comments on their issues individually, but the official CASFAA response should have CASFAA’s approval.  

I’m Going to College Project- Jennifer Aldrich, NelNet & Donna Huber, CLFE 
Jennifer Aldrich thanked Mindy for asking her to return to this EC meeting.  She reviewed the outcome of the June EC meeting in regards to a CASFAA point of contact and archives.  She then reviewed the details of a conference call she had with members of the lending community.  She wants to check on the status of creating an “I’m going to College” committee.  She is aware of Colleges and Elementary Schools who are interested in this event, but has not been able to give them a CASFAA point of contact.  It was confirmed that Mary San Agustin volunteered for this project for next year, 2008.   There was concern that there were no CASFAA representatives on the conference call.  CASFAA should have some control of this project and must be involved to keep on track with the original vision.  Jennifer stated that NELA received permission from CASFAA many years ago and has continued to run this program.  It was confirmed by CASFAA EC members that we want to take back the control of this project.  Although CASFAA is formally going forward with this project for 2008, CASFSAA may want to create a committee to begin reviewing these issues.  Cal-SOAP is also organizing these types of events.  It was suggested that CASFAA contact some of the original members (David Levy, Jerry Lopez and Steve Bryant) to sit on an ad-hoc sub committee for this year.

CLFE Update – Donna Huber

Donna reviewed the agenda from the last CLFE meeting.  She stated that there was an open discussion with a school panel in which minutes were not recorded.  She noted that there are four CLFE sessions planned for the CASFAA 2007 conference.  CLFE continues to participate with CASFA and CCCSAFAAA in providing a presentation to the CSAC Commissioners to education them on grants and loans.  She stated that it is important to CLFE to keep the dialogue open between schools and lenders.  
Newsletter Revenue/ Molly Greek

Molly was asked if it is possible to earn additional income via more advertisements in the newsletter.  Currently, the Newsletter revenue is accounted for at the beginning of the year when vendors choose their advertisement contract.  At this time, there is no solicitation for advertisements for the Newsletter other than in the beginning of the year. For the rest of the calendar year 2007, there is space available for additional advertisement in Newsletters five & six.  Molly has received inquires for advertisement mid-year and does accept them. Molly agreed to put an ad in newsletter 4 to note we are still accepting advertising.  Additionally, she will ask Amy Odom to send out an email blast to vendors to try and get additional advertising in newsletter 5 and 6 in order to supplement conference expenses.

Molly also agreed to approach existing advertisers to see if they would pay a premium for a back page ad.  It was decided to ask existing advertisers to pay $1500 for a back page ad for each of the remaining two newsletters.  This would mean an additional $3000 revenue for CASFAA.

There was a discussion about the CASFAA newsletter “going green in 2008.”  This would reduce production costs of the newsletter but could also cause less advertising.  Molly will write an article in newsletter 5 encouraging members to update their preferences if they would still like to have a physical copy of the newsletter.  

It was also suggested that we might want to increase the price of advertising in the newsletter.  It was suggested that we compare our prices to WASFAA and NASFAA and make appropriate price changes for 2008.  Molly will work with Amy and Colleen on getting our advertising campaign ready for 2008 and put as much info as possible on the web to make it easier to advertise.

The group discussed putting the non-member database on line to prevent all the manual record keeping of addresses and the manually mailing process for those that receive the newsletter that are not CASFAA members.  ATAC gave a price of $950 to accomplish this.  It was suggested that we instead keep the physical mailing data in an excel file, similar to the one membership send to ADM each month and send that to ADM to automate the mailing.  This could be done for no cost.

Tim Bonnel moves to use the back page of the newsletter for 1/3 page advertisement slots priced at $2000.

It was mentioned that CASFAA should charge $1500 for 1/3 page on the back of the Newsletter for advertisement.

The cost of the 1/3 back page advertisement will cost $1500.

These premium spots will be offered to current vendors first and then to new vendors.  It was mentioned that CASFAA may not earn very much from the additional advertisements this year, but the concept of premium space is in place for the 2008 Executive Council. 
Molly confirmed that she would like confirmation of the advertisement costs for 2008 prior to the November meeting.  She will begin solicitation for advertising space for 2008.  She then mentioned that the Newsletter could be 32 pages to allow for more advertising.  
 In regards to the mailing of the newsletter or receiving an on-line version, it was suggested that the registration default to the paper newsletter.  When members register, they could decide how they want to receive the newsletter.   The other suggestion was to leave this question blank to force members to answer how they want to receive the newsletter.  Without actual numbers from the CASFAA community, it is difficult to know if the majority of the CASFAA community wants on-line or paper Newsletters.

Molly to create a proposal that outlines how many on-line newsletters vs. paper newsletters and also includes the revenue from the advertising.

Conference Update – Joanne Brennan

Joanne reviewed Mary San Agustin’s Conference report. This included the status of the Conference committee meeting and outstanding items.  The Fiscal Planning suggestions of reducing breaks to water and sodas (no cookies or snacks) to keep the expenses down were discussed.  The current cost of breaks is $20 per person.  At the vendor’s discretion, they could provide snacks at their booths at breaks.  Vendors may need to check with the hotel to confirm the rules of providing food at their booths.  Donna will send out the booth snack/break option to the lenders.  Discussion tabled until the Fiscal Report.  
Community College – Nancy Davis
Nancy is absent at this meeting.  She sent her report to the EC for review.  

CSU – Noelia Gonzalez

Noelia reviewed her report.  

Grad Professional – Gaby De La Vega

She was unable to send her electronic report due to technical difficulties.  She reviewed the attendance of the Do Talk workshops.  The ratio consisted of two school officials to every one vender representative.  Approximately 1/3 of the attendees completed the on-line survey with many good suggestions.  GP’s next conference call will be held this week to discuss posting the comments.  The Forum hours will be from 12 -5.  GP wants to provide lunch and is unsure of how to move forward with the budget for lunch.  She reviewed the proposed agenda for the Forum.  The nominees for 2008 GP Chair are strong candidates and are currently on the GP committee.   Gaby suggested pairing up the Do Talk workshops with the mini-conference. It was then suggested that in order to cut expenses, providing lunch may not be necessary for GP Forum attendees.  This discussion will continue during the Fiscal Report.
Independent – Yvonne Gutierrez-Sandoval (substitute)

Catherine was absent at this meeting and no written report was submitted.  

UC – Nicolas Valdivia
Nicolas was absent at this meeting and there was no written report submitted.
Ethnic Diversity – Glenda Welch    

Glenda reviewed her report in detail.  She discussed the EDC Southern Workshop, the fulfillment of her committee’s goals, proposed topics for the December conference interest sessions and the EDC committee volunteers.  She suggested placing flyers on the tables at the fashion show listing the current committee members and introducing next year’s committee.  EDC would like to give three to four raffle prizes.

Glenda will confirm that the topic of raffle prizes at the Conference fashion show as agenda item for the next meeting.
Proprietary – Laura Hiler     
Laura confirmed that this year’s proprietary workshop was a challenge due to attendance.  Overall they had 30 attendees.  The question of Proprietary certification was confirmed that nothing has changed in the latest amendment to the regulation.  The State sent a letter to Proprietary Presidents confirming that FA Directors need to be certified.  Proprietary wants to move forward with the certification at the CASFAA conference.  The Conference Committee will continue with “business” as usual for the Proprietary Certification at the Conference.  
Fund Development Report – Kat Clough
Kathleen began by reviewing the unapproved draft lender letter.  The dollar amounts listed under general donations were discussed. It was mentioned that the letter should include suggested donation amounts and an “other” line should be listed.  Since the CASFAA directory will be electronic, the directory advertisement could consist of a banner that mirrors the banner on the CASFAA website.  There is an opportunity to sell 24 pages of directory advertisements, one advertisement preceding each letter of the alphabet.  It was then asked if the months before conference registration would be good time to request additional banner advertisements.  There are four ways for vendors to donate.  They include general donations, conference program, on-line membership directory and booth space.  It was confirmed that membership will provide the membership list/mailing labels purchased by lenders.  The instructions on the lender letter for the exhibitors must include the minimum one booth space per product brand.  The placement of this information in the lender letter should to under the “exhibit fee” paragraph and under the “agreement”.  Vendors currently only have one hour and a half to set up and this may not be enough time for them to set up properly.  If there is no additional cost, CASFAA could offer the use of the room to set up the Friday night prior to the conference.

The suggested price for the advertisements on the on-line membership directory was discussed.  It was suggested to get a sample so vendors can see what their options are.

Fiscal Planning Report/Budgets – Tom Ma and Tim Bonnel
Tim began by reviewing the discussions from yesterday’s Fiscal Planning meeting.  At the September meeting, Tim will have a revised proposed investment letter for EC’s approval.  Fiscal Planning wants to create an awareness of excessive spending.  Fiscal Planning wants each council member to make a conscientious effort to reduce expenses.  Things to consider to help reduce costs consist of reducing who comes to the EC meetings, the rates of travel and hotel rooms, the timing of airline tickets are purchased, commuting to meetings if the mileage is less than an EC decided amount and using mindful choices of the per diem meal costs.  This is in an effort to reduce the amount that will be underwritten from reserves for the CASFAA Conference.  Committee Chairs also need to be mindful of their spending for their events/projects.  It was suggested that CASFAA could create a guideline for spending.  It was also suggested to use commuter minutes rather than commuter miles to determine if a hotel room is necessary for the EC meeting.   It was mentioned to all that each Committee Chairs report should include a budget update at each meeting.

Tom will confirm that this will be an agenda item at the next Fiscal Planning meeting and that it will include the construction of a Spending Recommendation for Executive Council’s review.
Tom and Tim then reviewed the detailed budget amendments from the Fiscal Planning meeting yesterday.

Tim has transferred $75000 from the risk free CD and deposited into the checking account.  The current balance in the checking account is about $50000.  It is anticipated that the revenue will begin to increase beginning September when the conference registrations are paid.
Boot Camp

It was confirmed that Meredith will coordinate the 2007 Boot Camp rather than having the newly elected 2008 EC members attend the Septembers EC meeting.    

Training Coordinator Report and 1040 Workshops – Rhonda Mohr
Darlene Wilson, LMU, has agreed to Chair the 2007-1040 events.  Darlene and Jim Briggs have been in contact and they already have a list of tentative cities and dates.  Rhonda is concerned about this years low attendance at training events.  Her goal this year was to increase attendance at events and to offer more events.  She asked EC if a training survey would be helpful in determining why attendance has been low.

Rhonda will create a training survey to send out to the CASFAA community to receive feedback as to why the attendance is low at training events.
US Department of Education Update – Marianna Deeken
Marianna joined the meeting via teleconference.  She began by confirming that there will be two more NPRM’s.  One will be on ACG SMART and another on General Provisions.  Each NPRM will have a 30-day comment period.  She stated that the fall on-line training will include FISAP, EFC Calculations, NSLDS Calculations R2T4 and ISIR review.  Most of the training this fall will be on-line.  The DOE will have their first pod cast on Application Data Resolutions that will consist of three 20 minute pod cast sessions.  Marianna confirmed the Department’s presence at the state and regional conferences for which they are invited.

Call to order:  President Mindy Bergeron called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m.

Mini-Conferences – Deb Barker-Garcia

Deb began the meeting by discussing the Mini-Conference events.  She reviewed her report in detail.  Deb reviewed attendance, location cancellation and recommendations for next year.  She believes that CASFAA needs to re-think its process for the Mini-Conference.  Mindy confirmed that the results of the survey that Rhonda Mohr will produce might help determine how to make these training events more appealing to the financial aid community.  Deb also suggested attendance might increase if content was broader.  Deb also confirmed that she believes that there was an issue with the advertising and that may have caused the low attendance.  
Newsletter – Molly Greek
Molly confirmed that Newsletter #4 is about to be released.  She is in the process of training Colleen MacDonald as Newsletter Editor next year, 2008.  Molly will also write a newsletter article asking the financial aid community if they want an electronic newsletter or a paper newsletter for Newsletter #5.  She continued by discussing her groups projects which are listed in her report.  
Electronic Issues Report - Wayne Mahoney
CASFAA wants ATAC to create a non-CASFAA member database and a web form for purchasing space on the newsletter.  Wayne stated that ATAC’s cost of creating this feature is $875.  Wayne stated that this amount is currently not in the EIC budget.  Molly confirmed that she has two full page ads that she was not expecting and that the cost for this feature could come from her budget.  
Wayne continued with discussing the fact that attachments can not be sent to the membership.  ATAC is currently creating a way for attachments to be sent via their product.  Some school systems do not allow attachments to be sent via e-mail and this could prevent people from receiving these e-mails.

Site Selection – Wayne Mahoney

For the 2012 and 20014 CASFAA Conference, Palm Spring has been deleted as an option.  Wayne has heard back from Long Beach and they do have a convention center.  Once they have reviewed the hotel choice for years ‘12 and ‘14 the Site Selection Committee will bring the information back to EC for approval.  Wayne suggested that the Conference rotate to the same hotels--north and south--every year.  Switching hotels causes conflict and makes it harder to work the contracts.  Remaining in a hotel chain is recommended. 
Originally banner ads were set at $2000 a year without an option of pro-ration.  The question on the table is if CASFSAA wants to charge a pro-rated amount or to charge a premium rate closer to the CASFAA conference because the website will be hit more frequently due to the registration of the Conference.  It was suggested that a flyer be created to pass out during the conference to vendors discussing our banner ads.  It was then suggested that we create a one-time pro-ration policy for this year.  There is concern that the premium spot on the banner may reduce the amounts of full year banner ads.  CASFAA needs to be clear that this pro-ration policy is for 2007 only.

Meredith moved to pro-rate the banner ads for the rest of 2007 at a prorated cost of $1000 as a revenue enhancer.

There was then discussion about advertisement of specific pages of the website.  CASFAA’s biggest hits are on the job board page and the conference page.  A vendor could pay to advertise only on these pages for a different fee.   A vendor confirmed that this would change her behavior regarding the banner ad.   Another vendor present confirmed her behavior would change as well.  The page with the most hits is the home page.  The discussion was that the home page is the best place for the vendor to be placed.

Elections

Louise spoke briefly about the 2008 elections.  She confirmed that there are a few things that need to be confirmed and then the group can vote on the nominees via e-mail. 

Federal Issues

Federal Issues was discussed.  Tami Sato is WASFAA past-President and she has volunteered to help with the VP issue.  Due to Lily’s departure, CASFAA currently does not have a Vice President.  The Policy and Procedures states that we need to go back to the person who ran against Lily to ask if they are interested in the position.  If they say decline, then EC needs to vote on a replacement.  Mindy will talk to Ken Walsh, who ran against Lily for 2007 VP, to see if he is interested and she will also go to the Federal Issues committee to see if anyone is interested.  Gaby has a person that might be interested.

Mindy will to talk to Ken Walsh to see if he is interested in being VP for the remainder of 2007.
Mindy also explained her conversations with our attorneys.  They want to prepare for the next step of the current lender and ethics issues.  They are proposing that CASFAA to develop a position prior to being scrutinized.  They also want to confirm a unified CASFAA voice.  At this point, we need to decide if we want to continue using the attorney’s advice or continue on our own.  The attorney’s also asked if CASFAA wants to join the UC system when they speak to the attorney General regarding these issues.  It was suggested that each member of EC should receive a briefing from the attorneys in the event they receive a phone call from the media.  The issues are beginning to rise to the surface again and CASFAA should be prepared.
